OPEN JACKPOT SHOW

Rules

All out of state cattle require health papers.

An exhibitor may enter as many animals as they wish in a single class.

All steers and heifers must arrive at the Renville County Fair grounds for weigh in
between 8:00 am and 12:00 pm on the day of their show.

All steers and heifers will be weighed, measured at the hip then divided into classes.
Show numbers will be assigned for each animal.

All cattle should be double tied in stall areas with a halter and neck rope.

No artificial grooming practices, internal or external, will be allowed. Anyone breaking
this rule will be disqualified and not allowed to show.

Hair — the use of artificial tail fins or the addition of any hair or hair-like substance to the
animal’s body, excluding a false tail switch, will not be permitted. Anyone breaking this
rule will be disqualified and not allowed to show.

Classes will be divided by weight and age. Classes will be posted in barn prior to the
start of the show.

The chairperson will make a show order and class make-up.

In the event that Purebred heifer classes are formed original registration papers are
required. (duplicates will not be accepted)

Anyone 8 years old or younger must be accompanied by an adult in the show ring.

Any cattle from Minnesota’s MA zone must have a current TB test before being
unloaded

Any exhibitor who losses there animal three times will be asked to leave the ring.

First and second place in each class will compete for division champion and reserve
champion. Division champion and reserve division champion will show for overall Grand
and Reserve Champion.

Barn space will be available for anyone who would like to keep livestock at the
fairgrounds over night.

All decisions of the Renville County Fair personnel and judge will be final.

No dogs are allowed on the Renville County Fair Grounds during the fair unless they are
there to be shown.

Renville County Fair is not responsible for any accidents or injuries.
